Who is eligible to enroll in this program?
This program is for youth & teens between the ages of 12 - 17 years old who identify as one of the following:
a) Catechumen: Never been Baptized.
b) Candidate: Baptized in another  Christian denomination.
c) Lapsed Catholic: Baptized in the Catholic Church, not catechized, and did not receive their Sacraments
of First Penance, First Holy Communion, and Confirmation.
